He was having a
tough time to find a customer, as there were no
tourists around to buy his things. When | go into
the factory, | also experienced that scary feeling
of being in old houses with. For a while |
thought what would happen if there would be a
big earthquake? | think it is good that
the workers working here took a
break from the work; | very much understood the problems of employees.

With a hope he said: "In a month or two my employees will come back, until
then, | work alone, if only | get more consignments | would get my staff from
their villages." | gave him a small consignment, now Raj had at least three
days work.
